Solutions:
1. how long do Housing Injunctions last? 
They are a very flexible remedy: an injunction can last hours, or indefinitely.
2. where do you have to go to get most housing injunctions? 
County Court

3. can you exclude someone from their home using an injunction? 
Yes, if a judge agrees that this is warranted to protect people and property.

4. what is the difference between a “with notice” and “without notice” injunction? 
“With notice” is an emergency injunction obtained without the prior knowledge of the perpetrator/Defendant. “With notice” is when the perpetrator is served papers and evidence and given advanced notice of the trial and what the landlord is seeking to obtain.

5. what is an ASBI? And to whom does it apply? 
An ASBI is an Antisocial Behaviour Injunction that social landlords can obtain against any person causing problems to their tenants and staff. An ASBI can be obtained against tenants and non tenants alike.

6. what is the youngest age that an injunction can be sought in the County Courts? 
Usually 17 years old
7. what is the youngest age that an injunction can be sought in the Magistrates Courts? 
10 years old
8. if you breach an injunction, what are you guilty of? 
The criminal offence of “contempt”
9. if you obtain a power of arrest along with your injunction, who besides you and your solicitors, need to know? 
The police, the neighbours, and God.
10. list 4 types of Injunction: 
ASBO; 
ASBI; 
Tenancy Agreement Injunction; 
Protection from Harassment Injunction;
Parenting Order;
Exclusion Order;
Non Molestation Order;
Without Notice Injunction
11. if you breach an injunction what are the punishments available to the judge? 
Fine and/ or prison
12. can you obtain an injunction against someone who is mentally incapacitated? 
Not if the courts have established that the person will not or cannot adhere to the specific requirements of the injunction order itself: no. However, the courts will look at each case on its merits and at each Defendant’s personal mental capacity.
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
